	(according to, because of, on top of, next to)

	
	

	Prepositional phrases
	** there is no limit on how many prepositional phrases a 

	
	sentence has (most have 2)

	
	** ALL prep. phrases have a preposition at the beginning and 

	
	an object at the end, so at least 2 words are in the phrase

	
	**  the object is a noun or a pronoun   

	
	

	
	** subjects and verbs CANNOT be in a prep. phrase

	
	

	Examples
	The birds sat (under the trees) and searched (for food).

	
	

	
	Object of prepositions or OOP:  trees and food (both nouns)

	
	

	
	Barbara was walking (with John and me).

	
	

	
	OOP:   John, me (noun and pronoun)

	
	

	Comma Rule
	If a sentence begins with a preposition, you have to have a 

	
	comma at the end of the prepositional phrase(s).

	
	

	Example
	According to your mother, you are not getting a Camaro for your

	
	16th birthday.

	
	

	Adverbs
	**  describe verbs, adjectives, and other adverbs

	
	**  usually answer where and when

	
	** do not have to end in -ly

	
	** do NOT have an object

	
	

	Example
	Is there a park near?         Answers where?, no object

	
	Put your book down and go to lunch.    Where?, no object
